Desert of Maine – Parking Lot Renovations  

The applicant is seeking approval of a Site Plan Review Amendment to renovate the existing gravel parking lot at the 

Desert of Maine property. The proposed parking lot alterations will include regrading the surface and ADA parking 

spaces. New site lighting is proposed. Zoning District: Rural Residential I (RRI). Tax Assessor Map 22, Lot 8 (95 Desert 

Road). Heestand Family Holding, LLC (Mela and Dough Heestand), applicants and owners; Thomas Emery, RLA--

Linda Bean’s Maine Kitchen and Topside Tavern Addition – Site Plan Amendment
